I. David’s ____________________ for God (v.1-2)

“A weary place and a weary heart make the presence of God the more desirable; if there be nothing below and nothing within to cheer, it is a thousand mercies that we may look up and find all we need…Possession breeds desire. Full assurance is no hindrance to diligence, but is the mainspring of it. It is with ardent desire that I seek after him whom I know to be my own.” (C.H. Spurgeon)

II. David’s ____________________ for God (v.3-5)

The steadfast love by which God had committed himself to David was more valuable to him than life itself.  David was convinced that God was not only with him, but for him whether he was on or off his throne, whether he was in a palace or in a cave, whether every one liked him or hated him. 

“…love so amazing, so divine, demands my soul, my life, my all.”

III. David’s ____________________ for God (v.6-8)

Take note of David’s God-centeredness. It is central in this Psalm and it is foundational to stability and praise in the wilderness of life.

The knowledge of God’s ultimate justice and vengeance brought stability to David and praise from his lips.
